The 4th and final field day funded under the FARMERS UP FRONT
Program for 1993 was held at Inverary on 19th June. A very
enthusiastic group of local landholders and representatives from Morton
National Park inspected three years results of quarry restoration.

An area ol 15-20 acres formerly mined for Kaolin had been left in a
very degraded and deteriorated state. The area had been roughly
reformed in early 1990 followed by extensive tree planting including
1200 locally raised Fucalypt tubes, 500 open rooted pines and direct
seeding of the steeper batters with locally collected seeds of Acacia,
Casuarina, lardenbergia and Fucalypts. Willow and poplar cuttings were
placed around the dams. A small cash grant from GREENING AUSTRALIA
A.C.T. was pul to good use.

The emphasis of the day was what can be done gquite cheaply on your
own farm with the correct planning and application. The results in 3
years have been rcally amazing, resulting in a fully reclaimed paddock
able to be used as a stock haven and for selective grazing. Land
degradation which had been encroaching through a boundary fence has
been halted by a lush growth of trees up to 6 metres high with
associated smaller shrubs and a good ground cover of grasses.

The whole area is now an ideal wildlife haven with numerous birds and
animals returning and will form part of a wildlife corridor along the
whole of Inverary Creek sometime in the [uture.

It is hoped funding will be available in 1993/4 to continue with these
very informative and popular field days.

GARDENING IN AUGUST

Ensure that all your roses have been pruned ready for spring growth
and spray with Bordeaux or cquivalent. Also spray your stone [ruit
trees with Bordeaux,

Complete the transplanting of any shrubs and prunc Philadelphus,
dutzia, weigela and may.

Plant out water lillies and gladioli.

Divide and plant out pereunnials such as chrysanthemum, michaclmas
daisy, helenium, rudbeckia, delphiniums, phlox and lupins.

Sow seed of alyssum, virginian stock, nemesia, mexican poppy, nemophila
and other annuals for summer [lowering.

In your vegelable garden plant potatoes, onions, jerusalem artichokes,
shallots and three varictics of peas to mature at different times.

HANDY HINTS

Flowers; To make cut flowers last,

Flowers with woody stems, crush their ends to allow greater water
uptake. Adding an aspirin to the water may prolong the flower's lives.
Always pick flowers in the evening, notl in the heat of the day.

Add one tbsp of sugar to 1200ml of water in vases for asters,
chrysanthemums, daisies, petunias, sweet peas and carnations.




COOK'S CORNER

FRUIT AND NUT FUDGE

1/2 Cup Carnation milk 1 tsp vanilla

1 Cup peanuts 90g butter

3/4 Cup sugar 1/2 Cup sultanas

200g Cooking chocolate chopped 1/2 Cup glace cherries halved

Combine in a saucepan carnation milk, sugar and butter. Stir over low
heat until sugar and butter have melted. Bring to the boil and simmer 2
minutes. Add vanilla, peanuts, sultanas and cherries. Line 20cm square
pan with foil. Spread fudge evenly into pan. Refrigerate until set. Cut
into squares.

NATIVE ANIMAL NEWS

WEDGED-TAILED EAGLE

The Wedged-Tailed Eagle is the largest bird of prey in
Australia, with a wing-span of up to 2.5 metres. They are
maginificent to watch soaring and gliding majesticly in air
currents for up to 90 minutes at a time.

Earlier this century, when "wedgies" were found feeding
on dead sheep and lambs, it was assumed that they had
killed them, and Bounties were paid for their destruction.
In one year alone, it was estimated that 30,000 'wedgies'
were wiped out.  This practice has now ceased, as it has
been established that the eagles usually only attack poor,
dying, or dead lambs and sheep, and have little effect on
the sheep industry .

Today they are protected in all states. It is illegal to kill,
trap, poison or take them in any way.

EAGLES & SHEEP:

'Wedgies' are known to eat sheep, howerver, studies on
eagle diets show that in major sheep grazing areas they
still only count for 9% of feed. This includes the already
?ead. or dying stock, as carrion is an important part of their
ood.

One monitored study on all sheep showed that only 2% of
those were attacked by eagles. The majority of attacks
on the sheep were from (1) Crows and (2) Foxes. The
2% from eagles . included dead, dying, questionable
health and healthy lambs and sheep. This study was
conducted by Dr. lan Rowley and reported in CSIRO
wildlife research No.14, 1970.

With 43% of their diet being rabbits, it seems highly
probable that they are a great help to the farmer in
controlling some of these pests in grazing areas.

Adults mate for life, and acrobatic display flights usually
herald breeding time. (Eggs laid between June-Aug.)

In a very good season, two chicks may be raised, but
mostly only one survives (by killing its brother or sister).
In drought-affected regions, they may not breed at all for
several years at a time. 'Dad' does all the hunting while

'Mum' does the brooding, but when chicks are around 30
days old, Mum goes hunting too.

Between 80% to 90% of their food is made up of ground-
living animals and this includes (in order of their usual
feed) - Rabbits (about 43% of total), Hares are the next
most eaten victims, and in drier areas where hares are
less common, young Wallabies and Kangas are usually
second in the food stakes. Snakes and lizards are also
eaten and in some area take up 18% of total intake.
Crows, & Ravens count for 5 to 8%, while Foxes and feral
