INVERARY CREEK LANDCARE GROUP

The second of four field days funded by the Landcare Group was
held at Inverary on the 1l7th January and was attended by 35
members and visitors. The purpose of the field day was to show
simple seed collecting methods, seed extraction and storage
and the raising of seedlings so that members can collect their
own seed and raise their own seedlings with confidence. Seed
samples of Eucalyptus and Acacia were supplied to participants
as well as punnets of E. viminalis ready for transplanting.
Field Day organiser and President Mr K.M. Cooper demonstrated
several simple techniques to ensure a reasonable success rate.

YALE ANNOUNCEMENT
Mabel Lilli M :

Mabel Lillian Morris, nee Ayre, was born May 20, 1899 at
"Sunnyside" Bungonia, the 4th daughter of Richard Henry &

Francis Annie Ayre. Mrs Morris lived all her life in the
Bungonia district, as a child at Sunnyside, then for a short
time at Reevesdale before moving to Jerrara Creek. In 19656

she moved into her 1little home Yaldeene in the Bungonia
village where she 1lived until 1990, when, because it was
increasingly hard for her to get about, she moved to the
Goulburn Nursing Home.

Mrs Morris was a very quiet person. She loved animals
especially -dogs and cats; Bungonia folk often saw her dogs
(the boys) taking her for a walk around the village. As a
younger woman she worked on the family property, running a
dairy. She and her sisters made butter from the cream, the
butter would be sold to buy groceries and crochet cotton. The
cotton would then be made into doilies, tableclothes etc.
which in turn would be sold.

Mrs Morris was one of the first (if not the first) woman
in the district to obtain a drivers licence when her father

bought a Dodge car in the 1930’'s. She used to drive him to
Goulburn.

Mabel married William (Bill) Morris in Marulan in May 1942,
while he was home on leave from the army. They continued to

work the property until Bill’s sudden death in September 1964,

Mrs Morris did very 1little travelling during her
lifetime. she had never been to Sydney, only once or twice to
Canberra and with Bill had travelled down the Kangaroo Valley
and to Huskison to visit relatives.

After Bill died she drove to Goulburn once a week to do
her shopping and to sell eggs and her sister Eunice often went
with her. When at the age of 80 she needed a medical
certificate to renew her licence shed decided it was too much
trouble and also she wanted to keep her accident free record.
She gave her little ute to her friends Dot and Lee Hagen and
relied on Loraine and friends to do her shopping for her or
got things brought out on the mail car.

In the Nursing Home she use to get pleasure from feeding
the birds outside her window, saving crusts and crumbs for
them and also from the company of her niece’s little dog and
those of the Staff.
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
