GARDENING IN SEPTEMBER

Ensure all your roses have been well pruned and spray with Triforine to prevent Black Spot.

Spray peaches and nectarines with lime sulphur.

Divide and plant out water lilies and chrysanthemums. Plant out gladioli at fortnightly intervals to get
a longer show of flowers. Complete dividing and planting out of perennials such as Michaelmas daisy,
phlox, achillea and scabiosa.

Plant spring and summer annuals such as swect peas, snapdragons, stocks and asters.

Be careful not to damage lily shoots emerging now and remove dead leaves from iris.

Cut back buddleia, hydrangea and ceanothus.

Complete mulching with compost wherever space allows. Sow new lawns now.

In your vegetable garden plant asparagus, peas, lettuce, carrots, strawberries, globe artichoke,
beetroot and potatoes,

THE WHOLE FARM APPROACH TO TREE PLANTING

Before farimers commence tree planting on their properties they should consider all aspects of soil,
water aspect and future farm development. Consideration must be given to the reason for tree planting
or regeneration, including shelter for crops and stock, reclamation of degraded areas, woodlots for
fodder, timber or firewood, wildlife habitats, aesthetics and economic returns.

Farmers should have a long term tree planting program to fit in with their needs and financial situation.
It is far better to plant a fow hundred and look after them than a few thousand which may be neglected..
Where possible consider conservation of natural stands, encourage natural regeneration and plan
witih the natural boundaries in mind. Relate planting to existing fences, ridge lines and creeks -
consider good paddock engincering.

Select species carefully, based on your own observation or advice from consultants. Money and time
can caslly be wasted on unsuitable species. Each farm is a different environment, so it may be
dangerous to follow results from other areas.

Keep an accurate record of planting, ground preparation, tiine of planting and spoecies so that you can
evaluate your own resulis. rappy planting for Spring 1993!

APPLE CRUMBLE
3 large apples sugar to taste
1/2 cup water 1 level tsp cinnamon

Peel and slice apples into a dish. Add water and sprinkle sugar and cinnamon on top.
