FIELD DAY ON GROWING PINES FOR PROFIT.

The next field day will be held at "INVERARY" on Sunday May 1st at 10am. Visiting forester from
ACT Forestry will be in attendance to explain all there is to know on establishment and silviculture
of P. radiata.

P.radiata is by far the easiest, cheapest and most common of the pines used in plantations in NSW.
With a little knowledge and experience you can quite successfully establish pines on your
property. They are quite adaptable, have very few predatory pests and will grow well on our poorer
soil sites. They are far cheaper than other species so are well suited for extensive windbreaks.
There is also a big future in agro forestry in this area combining both traditional land practices and
commercial forestry.

The field day will explain the necessary steps in pianning, soil preparation and prespraying, pest
control, pruning for saw logs, plus the commercial aspects. With the fail in income from traditional
grazing practices many of us are lcoking for long term alternatives for farm income. Perhaps P.
radiata can be the alternative on your farm. The monetary potential applies to small hobby farms as
well as larger holdings. Diversification into this aspect of agro forestry may provide you with a tidy
superannuation on your retirement.

There will be hands on demonstrations of correct pruning methods and tree selection. The fieid
day will be followed by a BBQ and informal discussion.

COOK'S CORNER
Try this for a treat!

BOILED FRUIT CAKE

1 cup butter 1 cup sugar

1 cup water 4 large eggs

1 cup mixed dried fruit 1 tbsp brown sugar
1tsp B.P. 1 tsp salt

50g walnuts lemon juice

1 bottle of Whiskey (Wine may be substituted)

Place dried fruit, water and the half cup of sugar in small saucepan. Boil for 15 minutes. Pour
whiskey into shot glass, sample to check quality. Get large mixing bowl. Check whiskey again.
Pour 1 level cup and drink. Repeat the previous step. Turn on the electric mixer and beat butter in
a large fluffy bowl. Add 1 spoontea of baking soda, half cup of sugar and beat again. Resample
whiskey to make sure its still whiskey. Turn off the mixer, bread two leggs, add to bowl. Chuck in
fried druit. Mix on the turner. If fruit gets stuck in the beaters, pry loose with drewscriver. Sample
whiskey to check toxicity.
