GARDENING IN JUNE

Plant or transplant any evergreen or deciduous shrub or tree including roses.

Divide up perennials such as Ajuga, Snow-in-Summer, Michaelmas Daisy and Agapanthus and
plant where gaps occur in your beds so that you can create a total ground cover to choke out
weeds.

Prune all summer flowering shrubs such as Hydrangeas, Lavender, Abelia, Hebe, Rock Rose, May,
Hypericum, Weigela and Kolkwitzia.Lift dahlias at the end of June and place under a hedge or in
light shade.

Mulch with compost all garden beds to protect the roots of your plants from biting frost.Dig over
the vegetable patch with added decomposed manure.

Utllise frallen leaves and manure to prepare compost heaps.

FIELD DAY REPORT 1/5/94
Future of Pinus radiata as an alternative land use to conventional grazing.

Thirty members and visitors attended the field day on Sunday May 1st at Inverary. Neil Cooper,
Plantation Manager, and Graham McKenzie-Smith, Chief Executive Officer, from A.C.T. Forests
gave very informative talks on the silviculture of P.radiata. The field day covered all aspects of
ground preparation, planting and marketing.

With the falling incomes from traditional agriculture, P.radiata offers an interesting long term
investment particularly suited to the poor scils of the area. The figures given on the growth rates
and the returns per hectare make the growing of pines a very attractive investment.
Participants were shown the correct pruning techniques with the latest equipment from New
Zealand.

A.C.T. Forests are interested in future joint ventures with local land holders. For further
information contact K.Cooper at Inverary or N.Cooper at A.C.T. Forests.

The next field day will be held on site at the Cowhole Creek Project where extensive tree plantings
will be carried out by machine and manually of open rooted and tube stock. The new Youman tree

planter purchased by the group with Salt Action Funds will be demonstrated. Everyone can have

COOK'S CORNER
HONEY CHICKEN WINGS
Ikg Chicken Wings 2 thsp peanut oil
1/2 cup chopped shallots 1 tbsp chopped fresh ginger
2 tbsp dry sherry 1 tbsp soy sauce
3 tbsp honey

Cut off chicken wing tips. Heat oil, add shallots and ginger. Cook a few minutes to flavour the oil.
Remove with a slotted spoon and discard. Add wings and brown. Remove and set aside.
Stir sherry, soy sauce and honey into any remaining oil and bring to boil. Add chicken wings,
cover with tight fitting lid and cook gently 15 mins.
