Some Points to Remember in the

Event of a Fire
When arriving at a fire, you must notify
whoever is in charge that you are in
attendance. Again, before you leave the
scene of the fire, you must notify the person
in charge that you are leaving.
This information assists with recruitment of
extra crews and also the whereabouts of
personal in attendance.
A safety helmet must be worn at all times
while you are at the scene of a fire.

On Tuesday the 1st February, a fire was
reperted at Sandy Point, south of
Windellama. We were asked for assistance
and responded by sending 3 Brigade units,
plus several private units.

Fortunately, quick action by all involved
meant the fire was contained in a fairly short
time. It was still after Spm before everyone
returned to Bungonia.

INVERARY CREEK LANDCARE GROUP

President: K.M.Cooper

We held a very successful field day on Dryland Salinity on the 6th of February. Guest speakers,
Rex Wagner of ANU and Tony Ryan of CALM in Goulburn, explained fully the problem and cause of
salinity now appearing in the area. Aerial photos from 1941 onwards show the dramatic increase in
saline sites. The 27 people who attended found the field day very informative and are keen to
monitor the results on the demonstration site in 12 months time. A Salt Action Grant of $10630.00
has enabled the group, under the guidance of Pres. Kevin Cooper, to set up an extensive trial area
on Cowhoele Creek. This will include fertilizer trials funded by INCITEC, Salt pasture trials by
Stephensons Seeds and extensive tree piantings. Changes in water levels and salt margins will be

carefully monitored and recorded for several years. Further funding will be sought from Salt Action
in 1994/5.

GARDENING IN MARCH

Plant out alyssum, pansy, viola, stock, poppy, calendula, carnation, polyanthus, dianthus,
larkspur, snapdragon, statice and verbena seedlings now.

This is the month for aphids and other bugs to appear on roses, so now Is the time to spray with
Malathion or Rogor 40 and lebaycide. If you're not into chemicals, try an old recipe of 1 teaspoon
of vegemite to 1 litre of water; bugs hate the yeast in the vegemite,

In the vege garden: This is your last chance to plant cauliflowers, cabbage, brussel sprouts and
broccoli. Use a liquid fertiliser on them as well adding good compost to the soil.

You can aiso plant lettuce, parsnips, radish and white onions.

This is a good time to fertilise your lawns too for a good feed during the winter.

ANIMAL NEWS

WHAT'S
WRONG WITH
RAW MEAT ?

Absolutely nothing as long as it
is not the whole diet of such
birds as Kookaburras, Tawny
frogmouths, Owls, birds of prey.

(Birds of prey are a specialist
area in nursing/rearing so | will
only talk here about the poss-
ibility of you coming across an
orphaned Kookaburra, or a
family of Kookas near your
house that you enjoy having
hang around the place.)

If you are only leaving m at out

to supplement your wild friends*
diet, you would be doing them
a favour if you left soft,
soaked dog (or cat)
crunchies which have the
correct balance of nutrients for
meat-eating birds instead of raw
meat.

The natural diet of these birds is
based on whole animals -
feathers, bones - the works
Raw meat does not provide all
the things necessary for health.

If you are attempting to raise an
orphaned Kooka it is important
that they get the opportunity to
feed on as much natural food
as possible (rats,mice, small
lizards, insects, etc, which you
have to chop into edible
pieces. (I can't bring myself to
killing lizards, frogs ,etc, so |
provide moths, grasshoppers,
cup-grubs, worms, etc & make
up a mixture of "Wombaroo
Insectivore Mix" and mince-
steak. The Wombaroo is 52%
protein and contains all the

! essential minerals & vitamins

that are needed. Excellent food -
You can get it from our vets !

Until a young bird gets the idea
of opening its beak on its own,
it may have to have its beak
gently forced open and using
blunk plastic forceps, place
small amounts of mixed food or
live food over the top of narrow
tongue which sometimes is in
the way. Try to place it as far
back as possble and watch for
swallow reflex. Offer small
feeds fairly often rather than try
to stuff their crop.

When the bird is eating volun-
tarily, encourage it to "catch” its
own live feed (that you are
providing).

Important ! If you are not

prepared to make the effort to
feed a carnivorous bird a proper
diet till it can fend for itself, take
it into Verner St Vets or Clifford
St Vet (or myself) and a foster-
carer will be arranged. NO
MATTER WHAT KIND

you have in your
care, find out the
correct diet & needs.
