GARDENING IN MAY

May Is the month when a lot of cleaning up can be done. With the nights getting cooler, mildew
can be seen on the leaves of dahlias, hydrangea, petunias, delphiniums, easter daisies, pumpkins
and cucumbers etc. It Is not worth spraying them with a fungicide, just cut back delphiniums and
easter daisies to about 8cm above the ground and dahlias can be cut back just above the leaf
node. If you cut the nodes, the stems being hollow can fill with water and the bulbs can rot.

Mildew leaves should not be used in the compost for when the compost Is put into the garden, it
will spread the fungus. The best thing is to burn the leaves or dispose of them in the garbage.

Divide your perennials this month and replant them with compost to help them along.
Gladioll bulbs can be stored now for next season. They can be stored in a box or hung In an airy
shed.

In the vege garden: Plant your broad beans with good helpings of lime, onions too, but they need
little water and plenty of sun.
