%) GARDENING IN AUGUST <%

Ensure that all your roses and fruit trees have been pruned ready for spring growth
and spray with Bordeaux or equivalent.

Complete the transplanting of any shrubs and prune Philadelphus, dutzia, weigela
and may. Plant out water lillies and gladioli.

Divide and plant out perennials such as chrysanthemum, michaelmas daisy,
helenium, rudbeckia, delphiniums, phlox and lupins.

Sow seed of alyssum, virginian stock, nemesia, mexican poppy, nemophila and
other annuals for summer flowering.

In your vegetable garden plant potatoes, onions, jerusalem artichokes, shallots and
three varieties of peas to mature at different times.

WHY AGROFORESTRY MAKES SENSE.

With all the fuss and misinformation regarding logging and wood chipping, surely there must
be a big future in Agroforestry. Both sides of Government have tried to obtain their share of
the Green votes by various schemes and promises the best of which, in my opinion, is the
push to revegetate much of our cleared lands.

No one will argue that extensive tree planting is not needed so why not replant and farm trees
economically. By the year 2000 the demand around the Pacific Rim will far outstrip supply,
despite massive New Zealand plantings. Farmers are better placed than any conservation
lobbyist group or urban swinging voter to inject tangible results and credability into the
conservation debate. They have the necessary empathy with the environment and the
knowledge and skill to grow crops -- even trees - and look after them.

Farming trees makes a lot of sense especially when the Government finally wake up and offer
tax and investment incentives,

Farm forestry can also be a key factor in the greenhouse gas argument. Maybe instead of
worrying about a cow's fart it would be better to concentrate on revegetation to use up
greenhouse emissions. In this area we are well situated to future markets both locally in ACT
and to export facilities in Port Kembla.

The main problem, of course, is that crops take a generation to mature, so you need to plan
your planting now for your superannuation or your childrens. A mere 10 hectares could make
you a millionaire by 2020. All are welcome to come and see trial plantings on Inverary at any
time.

COOK'S CORNER

Cheesy tuna and potato pie.

2 sheets pastry 1 tbsp milk
Y2 tsp poppy seeds

2 large potatoes 2 tbsp plain flour
Y4 cup cheese 185gm tuna
2 tblespoons basil 20 gm butter
2/3 cup milk 2 tsp mustard
1 teaspoon dill

Cut potatoes into small pieces and cook until tender. Melt butter in pan, add flour and
cook until bubbling. Remove from heat and slowly add milk. Stir over heat until it boils and
thickens. Stir other ingredients in altogether, cool.

Place pastry on a greased oven tray. Place filling on top and then another sheet of pastry
over that. Brush with milk and poppy seeds. Bake in a hot oven for about 30mins.

GRAIT SECTION

Comforter

Comforters have the look of quilts but do not
require time-consuming and intricate hand-quilting.
They should reach just below the mattress line and
be used with dust ruffles or bed skirts.

Comforters are made from three layers: a backing
or lining, a bonded polyester fiberfill for warmth
and body, and a top layer of decorator fabric.

Because the comforter's bulk makes machine-quilting
difficult to manage, it should be hand-tufted.
Tufting, or hand-tied yarn, holds the layers together
and emphasizes the comforter's appealing puffiness.
Place wufts 6” to 10" (15 to 25.5 cm) apart, the
fabric's design may dictate their placement.

How to Sew and Tuft a Comforter

¥ Cutting Directions

Cut and seam fabric for comforter top equal to
finished size. Cut lining 8" (20.5 cm) larger than
finished size for self- lJil.ldiHi{ edge. Or cut lining
same as top; finish edge with wide bias binding
strips as for quilted placemats (pages 104 and 105).

YOU WILL NEED
Decorator fabric for comforter,

Lining for comforter.

Bonded polyester batting, proper size for bed width
and cut to finished size of comforter.

Yarn, pearl cotton or embroidery floss for tufting,
washable if comforter will be laundered

1) Place lining face down on flat
surface. Leaving 4” (10 cm) border,
place batting on lining, then
decorator fabric, right side up,
edges even with batting.

4) Mark po:mons for u:fts Thread
a large needle with double strand
of yarn. Working#rom right side
of comforter, make a 4" (6 mm)
stitch through all layers. Leave 1'4”
(3.8 cm) il of yarn.

2) Pin three layers together.
Hand-baste layers together with
long stitches in })lh!l <| rows 8" to
10" (20.5 1o 25.5 cm) apart, so
|.t}L’1$ do not slip.

5) Hold all four strands of yarn in
one hand, close to comforter.
Bring needle behind four strands
and over two strands to form loop.

Close-up color phoros

3) Fold lmmg to edge of batting,
then fold again over front of
comforter to form 2" (5 cm)
border. Pin in place. Miter corners
as for square mats (page 106).
Slipstitch binding to comforter
along folded edge.

6) Draw needle through loop. Pull
ends to secure knot. Clip ends of
yarn to %" (2 cm).
