Divide up perennials such as Ajuga,
Snow-in-Summer, Michaelmas Daisy
and Agapanthus and plant where gaps
occur in your beds so that you can
create a total ground cover to choke
out weeds.

Prune all summer flowering shrubs
such as Hydrangeas, Lavender, Abelia,
Hebe, Rock Rose, May, Hypericum,

Weigela and Kolkwitzia.Lift dahlias at
the end of June and place under a
hedge or in light shade.

Mulch with compost all garden beds to
protect the roots of your plants from
biting frost. Dig over the vegetable
patch with added decomposed manure.

Utilise fallen leaves and manure to
prepare compost heaps.

Tree plantings are part of any long term planning towards sustainable farming of the
area. Like much of the Tablelands, the area has been overcleared leaving the land
exposed and prone to soil erosion and pasture degradation. Extensive plantings ,
based on a 10 year development plan have so far seen the establishment of 27000
P.radiata, 15000 Eucalypts and 15000 other species including Acacia, Casuarina and
some deciduous exotics. Plantings have been designed to stop erosion and create
windbreaks, sheep havens, woodlots, wildlife corridors and Agroforests on the 250ha
property. To keep costs low, all trees except P.radiata are grown in a home nursery with
mainly locally collected seed.

Trees can be planted both for profit and pleasure. As well as the aesthetic value it is
heartening to see the stock sheltering behind designed windbreaks from the cold winter
winds which affect the area. Pasture growth has noticeably improved leading to an
increase in farm production and lambing percentages. Future returns from Agroforestry
will boost farm income. Farm resale value has been dramatically increased.

Tree farming is neither cheap nor easy. Extensive plantings need careful planning and
ground preparation. Every farm is a different ecosystem and can only be developed by
experimentation and trials. My advice for anyone contemplating extensive plantings is
to do your homework carefully, visit other growers, obtain information from field days
and Government bodies and be prepared to conduct your own field trials. Species
selection and ground preparation are the two main factors affecting success. Plan
carefully, be patient, monitor both your successes and failures and ultimately you will
reap the rewards.

The educational value has not been neglected. Our local Landcare Group organises 4
field days per year to pass on information and trial results to surrounding landholders.
As a firm believer in Landcare ideals | hope the movement will not falter due to lack of
Government funding for future on-ground projects at farm level.

Local Stud Takes Top in Brisbane.

A Bungonia Heights man was handed the countries top prize "The Australian Arabian
Champion" with a three year old part-bred Arabian gelding at the recent Australian
Arabian Championships in Brisbane.

Jonathan Jackson of Ginmara Arabian Stud won the prestigious award with his highly
decorated gelding, Ginmara Silver Star,

He established the stud after being given a part Arabian filly when he was 15 years old.
The animal nurtured his interest in the beautiful Arabian breed. That mare, Meadow Flat
Dagmar, with stable name of Ginger determined the stud's name. She was the dam of
Silver Star and the only part bred mare on the stud. His own stallion is Silver's sire, a
six year old Grey Kuhaylan Nejmet es Subh.

Jonathan hopes to keep Ginger's line for breeding as she has fillies to Nejmet. The
youngest Ginmara Nejmasal was successful this year in the show ring, being awarded
part-bred Filly of the Year for ACT and Southern NSW.

Kaihai Shahraina, one of Jonathan's yearling pure-bred fillies, won 10 firsts, a second
and five Reserve Champions, four Champions and Best Junior Exhibit in an A grade
show in the season just ended. She is the current Pure-Bred Filly of the Year and
Yearling of the ACT and Southern NSW.

Silver Star's successes this year have included 1st and Reserve Champion at the
National Arabian Horse Show in Sydney, Reserve Champion at the East Coast
Championships and 1st and Champion at the National Capital Horse Show. He has 13
other 1sts, 3 Reserve Champions, 9 Champions and 4 Supreme Exhibits (seven of
these were in A grade shows) plus Junior Gelding of the Year for ACT and Southern
NSW. This is the third consecutive year he has picked up the title and this year he has
also taken the Arabian of the year title.

In all, Jonathan's 3 superstars have won 97 ribbons from 21 shows this season, which
is a great achievement since two are only yearlings and one a three year old.

As well as Ginger, Silver and the stallion Nejmet, Jonathan has 5 pure-bred mares, 3
pure-bred fillies, 2 part-bred fillies, a part-bred riding gelding and a pure-bred gelding.
This local stud is taking top awards in top company, and showing the way in the local
area.
