Landcare Group Gains Recognition.

Inverary Creek Landcare Group has done it again - this time at a presentation of RiverCare 2000
accreditation certificates in Sydney recently. The accreditation certificates were presented to a
selected group of Sydney and south east NSW groups by Marathon swimmer Susie Maroney and
RiverCare 2000 Accreditation Committee chairman Roger Wotton.

RiverCare 2000 is an accreditation and awards program, established by the Department of Water
Resources (DWR), to recognise and encourage individuals and groups participating in existing
programs dedicated to achieving clean, healthy and productive rivers by the year 2000.

Kevin Cooper, President of the Inverary Creek Landcare Group, said that the group's program
involves the reclamation and stabilisation of inverary and Limekiln creeks to improve water quality
and stop further land degradation.

"The planting of a range of native vegetation will ensure the area becomes a sanctuary for wildlife,
and when complete an area of several hectares, including around 1km of creek line, will he
rehabilitated,” Mr Cooper Said.

According to Susie Maroney, the 2000 Sydney Olympic Games - the first “Green" games in
Olympic history - will aim to show the world how committed Australians are to meeting their
environmental responsibilities.

"The RiverCare 2000 movement by then will clearly be demonstrating that water resource
conservation on a large scale is achievable when we work at it in partnership, " Ms Marcney said.
Each year up to the year 2000, RiverCare 2000 will recognise those working to achieve clean,
healthy and productive rivers with a series of Gold, Silver and Bronze achievement awards.

%5 GARDENING IN MAY 9%

is the month when a lot of cleaning up can
be done. With the nights getting cooler,
mildew can be seen on the leaves of dahlias,
hydrangea, petunias, delphiniums, easter
daisies, pumpkins and cucumbers etc. Itis
not worth spraying them with a fungicide.
Just cut back delphiniums and easter daisies
to about 8em above the ground and dahlias
can be cut back just above the leaf node. If
you cut the nodes the stems, being hollow,
can fill with water and the bulbs can rot.
Mildew leaves should not be used in the
compost for when the compost is put into the
garden it will spread the fungus. The best
thing is to burn the leaves or dispose of them
in the garbage.

Divide your perennials this month and
replant them with compost to help them
along.

Gladioli bulbs can be stored now for next
season either in a box or hung up in an airy
shed.

In the vege garden: Plant your broad heans
with good helpings of lime, onions too but
they need little water and plenty of sun.
