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& GARDENING IN OCTOBER

Complete mulching of all garden beds with compost to ensure your plants have plenty
of feed for spring growth. Lift tulips intact if their space is needed. Nip
chrysanthemums at 8 inches and Michaelmas daisies at 12 inches to encourage a
stronger stem and good flowering.

Plant Virginian stock, petunias, zinnias, gladioli and other summer annuals where
space allows.

Divide chrysanthemums, polyanthus, primrose and double daisy. Ensure roses have
been sprayed with "Triforine" to prevent Black Spot.

In your vege garden: sow tomato seed under cover, plant peas, beetroot, parsnip,
sweet corn and lettuce. Cut asparagus for eating.

AGRO FORESTRY AND ITS LOCAL IMPLICATIONS.

My view of Agro forestry is a very broad one. Itincludes any purposeful use of trees towards
better and more sustainable farm production. On Inverary trees have been planted for:-
Shade and shelter to improve lambing percentages and increase wool production.

Gully erosion control.

Quarry rehabilitation.

Improve water quality along creeks.

For future timber production

For quick cash crops such as Xmas trees.

. For future seed production from selected species for overseas markets.

The emphasis here has been a "help yourself' philosophy. Some financial assistance here
has come from Greening Australia and other Government funding but the majority of work
has been done by the owners. Most Eucalypt trees have been grown from locally collected
seed in our own nursery. All ground preparation has been done by the owners. Special
seeds with guaranteed provenance have been purchased from C.S.I.R.O. Open rooted
Eucalypts and P.radiata came from Bondo and other private nurseries.

To develop a small property such as this to this stage (10 years on) it is necessary to putin
place a well thought out farm plan. Do this yourself. There is plenty of advice available from
Government agencies, but no one knows your property like yourself. Stick to the plan, learn
from failures and ignore local critics. Develop your own species trials and methods and be
willing to share knowledge gained with others. The success of Inverary has spawned a very
successful Landcare Group where other members now apply the knowledge gained here to
their own sites.

For small property owners, | refer mainly to the 100 acre or less subdivisions, no normal cash
crop or grazing enterprise can match an investment in P.radiata. The present standing value
of a 25-30 year old plantation varies from $140000 per hectare (with silviculture) to $80000
(Untended) The minimum plantation area considered is 5 hectares. This can be planted in
conjunction with ACT Forests. A 10 hectare plot can make you a potential millionaire retiree
in 30 years. If you are interested, contact me or ACT Forests.
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COOK'S CORNER

Robyn's microwave brownies.

165gms butter 1 cup castor sugar

2 eggs (Lightly beaten) 1 teaspoon vanilla

1 cup plain flour 1 cup cocoa

Ya cup drinking chocolate 2 teaspoon baking powder

%2 cup chopped walnuts

In a mixing bowl melt butter (about 2mins on medium). Add sugar and cool slightly.
Add egg and vanilla. Sift flour, cocoa, drinking chocolate and baking powder into
mixture and stir well. Stir in nuts. Pour into a pie plate or 20cm square glass dish.

Elevate and cook on high 5-6 mins, until centre is dry. Do not overcook. Cool in
dish. Dust with icing sugar before cutting into wedges or squares.

Landholdei‘ Survey Results

A survey of 632 landholders in two pilot areas within the Goulburn
Rural Land Protection Board district has recently been completed as
part of a project to develop a new approach to manage vertebrate pest
animals. The responsc rate of around 35% is very high and most
respondents expressed a positive attitude to the project.

The two pilot areas are east of the town of Taralga (approximately 40
kms north of Goulburn) and around the township of Bungonia
(approximately 30 kms south east of Goulburn). Both areas have
properties adjoining National Parks.

The follow'mg results were noted:

* Approximately 70% of respondents reported signs of foxes and
rabbits to compared to 35% for pigs and 23% for goats - these
last two pests are more likely to be found in the northern area
compared with the south;

* More than 60% of respondents reported damage as a result of
vertebrate pests over the past 5 years, principally through
stock losses, followed by damage to crops and pastures, fences
and the environment (erosion because of rabbit warrens and
pig rooting).

* More than 75% of respondents reported pests on necighbouring
properties.

* There is a high proportion of non-residents on properties as
only one in three have someone permaneritly on them, while
only 46% describe their properties as farms - more in the
north at 55% compared to 39% in south.

+ 81% of landholders indicated they did not spend any money on
vertebrate pest management while about one half of all
landholders surveyed did not attempt any control measures.

* When offered the chance to provide general comunent, a strong
majority of respondents agreed there was a need for a
coordinated approach to pest control but only one in five had
tried such an approach with their neighbours.

Conclusions:
The important conclusions arising from these findings are that:
* vertebrate pest animals exist in the region to a degree which
necessitates continued action to reduce their presence;
+ there is little cohesive action among landholders on these
matters; :
+ the two pilot areas are different with the northern area
containing more and larger farms when compared to the
southern area, where there are many small properties.
