COOK'S CORNER

Caramel cream pie

Crust:

250gm plain sweet biscuits
125gm butter

Y2 teaspoon cinnamon

Crush biscuits finely. Combine biscuit crumbs, melted butter and cinnamon in bowl.
Press biscuit mixture over base and sides of greased 20cm springform pan.
Refrigerate while preparing filling.

Filling:

2/3 cup custard powder 2 cup cream

1 cup milk 1 teaspoon vanilla
1% cups brown sugar (lightly packed) 125gm butter

2 tablespoon bottled caramel topping 1 cup cream, extra

Place custard powder in saucepan. Gradually blend in cream, milk and vanilla. Stir
over low heat until custard boils and thickens. Reduce heat, simmer gently 1 min.
Melt butter in saucepan, add brown sugar, Stir until sugar dissolves then bring
mixture to the boil. Quickly stir into custard mixture. Return to heat. Stir until brown
sugar and custard are combined.

Cool slightly and pour into prepared crumb crust. Refrigerate until firm. Spread with
extra whipped cream and drizzle caramel topping over. Swirl sauce through with
knife for marbled effect.

INVERARY CREEK LANDCARE GROUP

FIELD DAY REPORT

The Inverary Landcare field days again proved very popular with 35 members and visitors
attending a field demonstration of planting techniques for P.radiata at Yellow Dam property of
Landcare President Kevin Cooper, on Sunday 6th August.

As well as grants from Farm Forestry from the Shoalhaven Catchment Management
Committee, a mini grant of $500 was received to set up a trial planting. Visitors from
Braidwood, Windellama, Taralga, Marulan and Sydney were shown a field demonstration of
the Youman Tree Planter as well as being shown correct methods of ripping, spraying,
fertilising and hand planting. All participants were given the opportunity to try the mechanical
planter, which is available for hire to all our financial Landcare Members. Already this season,
the machine has planted 20,000 trees with another 20,000 due in next week.

The Landcare President discussed all aspects of pine plantation establishment which is seen
as a viable alternative in this area to supplement farm income. As well P.radiata is a very easy
species to grow for preventing soil degradation and reclaiming eroded areas. The group were
shown a reclaimed area covered with 4 year old pines on Phillip Broadhead's property. The
plantings have healed a badly wind eroded gully area.

With the assistance of the Dept. of Land and Water Resources an area approx 50a of the
upper catchment of Limekiln Creek will be covered with extensive P.radiata plantings at
1000/ha next year. This large planting will soak up excess water now causing extensive
erosion. the Youman Tree Planter provided with funds form SALT ACTION enables large
plantations such as this to be established.

The field day site will be used in future years for more demonstrations on P.radiata tree
selection, care and pruning methods.

The President welcomes all members of the public to future field days. Usually held on the
1st Sunday, every 3rd month.

NEXT FIELD DAY - NOVEMBER 12TH (second Sunday)

9J GARDENING IN SEPTEMBER -

Ensure all your roses have been well pruned and spray with Triforine to prevent Black Spot.
Spray peaches and nectarines with lime sulphur.

Divide and plant out water lilies and chrysanthemums. Plant out gladioli at fortnightly
intervals to get a longer show of flowers. Complete dividing and planting out of perennials
such as Michaelmas daisy, phlox, achillea and scabiosa.

Plant spring and summer annuals such as sweet peas, snapdragons, stocks and asters.

Be careful not to damage lily shoots emerging now and remove dead leaves from iris.

Cut back buddleia, hydrangea and ceanothus.

Complete mulching with compost wherever space allows. Sow new lawns now.

In your vegetable garden plant asparagus, peas, lettuce, carrots, strawberries, globe

Local Profile on Council Elections

When local issues arise, it takes a local to
understand the full debate, according to Inda
Evans, a candidate for Mulwaree Council’s C
Ward in the Local Government elections on
September 9.

Inda says that while she is a relative newcomer
to the Bungonia-Marulan area, she has been here
long enough to appreciate the people, the area
and the problems.

Inda and husband Patrick live on Bungonia
Road where they are working at making their
small acreage their permanent home.

“I'love this area,” Inda said, “I want to see it
remain beautiful and I intend to stay.

“That is why I put myself forward as a
candidate in the Local Government elections. It
will give me an opportunity to work with, and
for, my community because I have their interests
at heart.”

Inda’s election platform includes much more
communication and consultation with residents
and ratepayers. She described the role of a
councillor as “the elected representative”.

“As an elected representative I will ensure
that views are heard and acted upon.

“It needs effective and careful planning and
practical solutions to establish priorities.

“This also applies to forward strategic
planning with a vision for Mulwaree, because it
is a growing shire.

“Knowing what has been planned for future
development is vital. It must be flexible enough
to allow for new and innovative ideas.

“I will encourage and wholeheardedly support
every effort to achieve this goal.”

MANAGING FERAL ANIMALS

A new look approach to the management of feral animal damage in
the Southern Tablelands will be the focus of a forum to be held in
Goulbum next week.

The Federally-funded initiative (Ollows nearly 15 vears of work by
land, conservation and environmental experts to target the ever
mcreasing problem of feral animals.

Rabbits, foxes, goats and pigs cause mayhem with agriculture and
conservation, and their largely unchecked progress has triggered
off alarm bells in the rural community, still reeling from a
prolonged drought and poor pasture conditions.

Now, with a S68,000 cheque in the kitty, the Goulburn Rural Lands
Protection Board is inviting local farmers, graziers and landholders
to get involved in a project which could, if successful zero in on the
impasse affecting thousands of properties aroumnd Austrabia cach
year.

The forum, to be held at the Soldiers Club on Thursday, August 31,
between 7.30 pm and 9.00 pm, will feature feral animal research
experts and their views on new management practices which have
been incorporated into the radical project.

The Federal grant has been a shot in the arm for the local Rural
Lands Protection Board.

According to the chairman, Lauire Lloyd, it will be a "template" for
the rest of Australia. "It involves a whole new look". he said.
