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GARDENING IN APRIL

Plant seedlings such as alyssum, canterbury bells, carnations, cornflowers, delphiniums, dianthus,
hollyhock, russel lupins, pansies, violas, primulas, snapdragons, stocks, sweet peas and wallflowers.

In the vegetable garden, plant broad beans, peas, cabbage, and onions. Broad beans like cooler
weather and they will be ready for picking in late winter or early spring. Remember to lime the
soil before planting.

RUSTPROOFING YOUR PELARGONIUMS

Rust on pelargoniums and geraniums is not usually fatal and is easily treated. It appears
as rusty brown powdery rings on the underside of leaves. With age, the upper surface
becomes blotched with yellow spots.

CONTROL: Remove the infected leaves and discard safely. Prune if necessary, making
sure to clean the secateurs afterwards. Spray with "Zineb" and repeat at one month
intervals to prevent recurrence.

PREVENTION: Avoid humid conditions and overhead watering.

Container plants can be quarantined to prevent infection of clean plants.

Extended Garbage
Collection

Council is considering
extending its current garbage
and recycling service to
Bungonia, Tallong, Tarago and
Lake Bathurst.
