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GARDENING IN AUGUST
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This month is a quiet month, time for you to be inside in the warm. Plant your roses and
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f.'_uu trees this month and prune your existing ones. Fruit trees can also be pruned
directly after flowering.

Vegetables such as broad beans, peas and onions can be planted and rhubarb,
strawberries and asparagus crowns can also be planted.

Flowe_rs. from seedlings such as stock, viola, primula, wallflower, russel lupins,
de!pht.mums. foxglove, poppies, sweet william, calendula, alyssum, snapdragon, verbena,
and dianthus may be planted. Sow seed directly into the soil for virginian stock which
make a wonderful border.

Bush Fire Shed

Tenders have been called for
works on the new shed and the
Bungonia Brigade will be
consulted before any further action
is to be taken.

At the time of going to print,
there has been no further
information on progress.

Subdivision -
Windellama and Spa
Roads

A variation has been approved
to the subdivision proposed
previously for this area. The
variation is minor in that the
boundary locations have been
changed after a survey of the land
and the minimum lot size in
10.25ha.

Dual Occupancy

“ A dual occupancy has been
approved in the village. The
proposal links two existing
buildings and does not alter the
external appearance of the site.
The particular circumstances of
this development will ensure it is
not a precedent for a spate of

applications for approval of two
“dwellings™ of single allotments
in residential areas.

Companion Animals

The State Government has put
out a Green Paper on Companion
Animals - mainly dogs and cats -
setting out a range of options for
the care and control of such
animals.

No doubt, after submissions
from all areas are collated, there will
be a new piece of legislation which
will replace the current Dog Act.

One of the issues canvassed in
the Green paper is the compulsory
desexing of animals unless they are
being kept specifically for
breeding purposes and there are
many recommendations on the
responsibilities of pet owners.

Road Names and
Addresses

I was thrilled to read in last
month’s Times that there has been
vivacious discussion about road
names in the area.

Of course, it’s nice to know that
anyone heading towards the village
will always end up taking the
“Bungonia” road but it is
confusing.
