CARDENING [N FEERUARY

This is the month that bulbs start appearing in nurseries. Bulbs can be planted in moss, in
rockeries or pots, in groups. Plan now for your bulb garden planting. Fruit trees should
be watched for fruit fly, especially around apples, pears and quince trees. Control these
with Rogor or Lebaycid spray when necessary.

In your vegetable garden, with autumn approaching, now is the time to start planning
for a continuous supply of vegetables during winter. It is very important to start planting
cabbage, cauliflower, broccoli and brussel sprouts. This enables them to get established
before the cold weather comes. They need a soil containing plenty of compost and well
rotted animal manure, plus a side dressing of lime before planting.

Carrots, parsnips, celery, kohlrabi, lettuce, parsley, radish and turnips may be
planted as well. Mildew on marrow, cucumbers, squash and zucchini can be controlled by
spraying with Zineb or Benlate.

PASSIONFRUIT ICECREAM 1/2 cup sugar
1/3 cup water
3/4 cup dairy custard
300ml thickened cream
1/2 cup passionfruit

Combine sugar and water in saucepan over moderate heat. Bring to the boil, stirring,
then rapidly boil for 2 minutes. Remove from heat and allow to cool. Beat cream and
fold in custard. Add passionfruit to the cold sugar-and-water syrup then fold into the
beaten cream and custard mixture. Spoon into a shallow freezer container and freeze.
Makes 9 icecream wafers.

LIABILITY OF DOG OWNERS

An incident recently in the Inverary area highlights the need for tighter control on dog
ownership. A local farmer, returning home on his own, late at night, was attacked by two male Pit
Bull Terriers. Fortunately he was able to fight them off and drive to a neighbour's house for
assistance.

This story could have been much worse if he had not been able to get back into his vehicle
and kick the dogs off. If a small child had been opening the gate, his chances would not have been
good against two adult dogs.

There is no place in our area, or in any other area, for uncontrolled dogs, particularly
vicious hunting dogs with a poor track record. Both these dogs were obviously well cared for, but
had no identification.

Such dogs are likely to cause serious damage or death to humans and to stock, and the
liability must rest with their owners.

It is to be hoped that this warning is heeded before something more serious happens.

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EUCALYPT SPECIES AND CHRISTMAS BEETLE DAMACGE

FEBRUARY 1996

With several thousand Eucalypts planted over the last 12 yearrs in tree lots and shelter belts on
Inverary the time is right for a species assessment on their tolerancee to Christmas Beetle attack.
Christmas Beetles were very active in December 1995, causing serious damage to many trees as
well as to plantations. The interesting fact observed over the past few seasons is that the Beetles are
very selective and will not necessarily attack the same species each year. The results are from large
tree lots (1000), not individual or small plantings. The 20 most commonly planted species have been

assessed and listed in increasing tolerance. Damage ranges from almost complete defoliation to nit
damage.

COMPLETE DEFOLIATION: E.dunnii, E.kartzoffiana, E.bosistoana, E.melliodora

SEVERE DAMAGE: E.blakelyi, E.smithii, E.viminalis, E.globulus, E.ovata, E.macarthurii

MODERATE DAMAGCE TO SOME TREES ONLY: E.parvula, E.nicholii, E.acaciaformis, E.cinerea,
E.nitens

NECGLICIBLE DAMAGE: E.mannifera, E.rubida, E.crenulata, E.radiata

NIL DAMAGE (ONLY SPECIES): E.aggregata

The only truly resistant species is a selection of E.aggregata, the same as trialled by the C.S.L.R.O.
The worst species was E.dunnii which was almost completely decimated.

In previous years the smaller leafed species such as E.nicholii, E.parvula and E.acaciaformis were

least affected, but in 1995 these species suffered major leaf tip damage.

The infestation this season was the most severe for several years and even affected some Acacias.

Some interesting facts arise from these observations:

*the more varieties in any one plot the less damage

*less damage in larger plots

*very minimal damage, if any, in the near vicinity of P.radiata

From my observations it seems beneficial to have 10-20% of any plantation planted to P.radiata. If
these results are correct for every season, we have a management option to minimise Christmas
Beetle damage. | will carefully monitor results in future Summer seasons.

Now is the time to think about your tree plantings for 1996. Have the areas correctly fenced out
and ripped early, to allow moisture accumulation in rip lines for Winter/Spring planting. Watch the
"Times" for more articles on trees in the next few months.
