GARDENING IN OCTOBER

Complete mulching of all garden beds with compost to ensure your
plants have plenty of feed for spring growth. Lift tulips intact
if their space is needed. Nip chrysanthemums at 8 inches and
Michaelmas daisies at 12 inches to encourage a stronger stem and
good flowering. Plant Virginian stock, petunias, gladioli and
other summer annuals where space allows. Divide chrysanthemums,
polyanthus, primrose and double daisy. Ensure roses have been
sprayed with 'Triforine' to prevent Black Spot.

In your vege garden: Sow tomato seed under cover, plant peas,
beetroot, parsnip, sweet corn and lettuce. Cut asparagus for
eating.

LANDCARE

FARM FORESTRY. The Southern Tablelands Commercial Farm Forestry Network
through a Commonwealth grant of $330,000 has been set up to encourage farm
forestry in the area around A.C.T. within a viable distance of the A.C.T.
mills. A committee of stakeholders, including A.C.T. & N.S.W. Forests.

C.M.C. farmers and Landcare Groups have already held two meetings and are
now ready to set up various consultancies arnd employ a co-ordinator. The
main objectives of the Network are to prepare a regional strategy to expand
both hardwood and softwood resources and to raise awareness and knowledge
to farmers of the benefits and methods of commercial forestry. A series

of training courses and field days are envisaged to help farmers who wish
to diversify into farm forestry. The area extends from Taralga to Cooma
and Braidwood to Cowra, so we are well situated in the centre.

Already several plantings in the Inverary Creek Landcare area have been
established showing excellent growth rates. The objective is also to utilise
poorer farming areas for forestry. On the local poorer soils there is a
bigger potential for forestry than grazing. Forestry can well be included
in the overall farm planning, as a tool to control serrated tussock and

soil degradation. An excellent example of this is the Winston Gully
project on Inverary Park where over 40 hectares have already been planted

as a commercial venture with A.C.T. Forests, as well as for erosion control

There will be a media release soon, as well as advertisements for a Farm
Forestry Co-ordinator. Watch for articles in the local press.

NEW PROJECTS FUNDED. The Landcare Group has just received N.L.P.funds of
$20,255 for another section of Limekiln Creek and $3,658 for Saltbush Trial
These Projects will be started in the near future and will be the subject

of future field days.

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Council Considerations - Affecting Bungonia

Bushfire Station

Expect to see some action shortly.
The position of the building on the
site was moved slightly to reduce
earthworks and drainage problems
caused by the move were resolved.
The result meant considerable
savings in the cost of the building to
the community.

A quote has now been accepted
and the building application should
be approved any day now.

Inghams

I joined a Council inspection of
the Inghams Enterprises site on the
Marulan-Bungonia Road.

It is definitely a state-of-the-art
operation and will start its first round
of breeding in mid October.

Briefly, the imported embryos are
selected from improved chicken
strains. They are hatched and reared
in a totally enclosed building and
tested for diseases, including
salmonella, to ensure they are
completely disease free before they
are transferred to standard breeding
farms. Each breeding cycle takes 20
weeks and involves around 9000
birds.

The chicks from the quarantine
facility will be the “great grand
parents” of the bird that, 2 1/2 years
later, ends up on your dinner table.
Inghams’ intention is to breed
chickens, for the whole country and
for export, with more meat and less
fat and without using methods such
as hormone treatments to provide
this.

I hope that, in the long term, we
do see the system succeed so that we
can proudly say it started in
Bungonia.

Locality Names

Our locality names have been
submitted to the Geographical Names
Board for gazettal. In addition to the
names on the map, which was sent
out to all Progress Associations and
Bush Fire Brigades for comment, we

included several others at the request
of the community. The added names
were Windellama, Quialigo, Marulan
South, Brayton, Greenwich Park,
Brisbane Grove, Yarra and Run-O-
Waters.

Dual Occupancies

There has been a steady increase
in the number of applications for dual
occupancy buildings and Council has
re-affirmed its current development
policy in this area.

Essentially, the rules require that
the new and old buildings be
connected, and usually under the
same roofline.

If you are thinking about a dual
occupancy on your property, please
talk to Council staff first to get full
information.

Private Access Roads

Private access to properties is, of
course, the owner’s responsibility.
For those who want road work done
on their land, Council is able to give
quotations for the work. However, the
increase in the number of such
requests in recent months has meant
we will need to apply a charge for
quotes for significant construction
works on private access roads to
cover the costs of preparing the
quote. This charge will be fully
refundable if Council’s quote is
successful and the work goes ahead.

Road Sealing

The roads currently on the
bitumen sealing program for this year
in our area are the Lookdown Road,
Goulburn-Windellama Road,
Bungonia-Tarago Road and Marulan-
Bungonia Road.

increased visitor numbers.

I accepted an offer to go caving
in Grill Cave last month - a new
experience for me and an exciting
adventure I would recommend to
anyone who has not tried caving
before.

But be prepared for some three
hours of strenuous exercise, getting
wet and dirty as you crawl and climb
around and over the rocks, scaling
vertical and horizontal ladders. And
this was only the “beginners” cave!
