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GARDENING IN SEPTEMBER

Ensure that all your roses have been well pruned and spray with Triforine to prevent
Black Spot. Spray peaches and nectarines with lime sulphur. Divide and plant out water
lilies and chrysanthemums. Plant out gladioli at fortnightly intervals to get a longer show
of flowers. Complete dividing and planting out of perennials such as michaelmas daisy,
phlox, achillea and scabiosa. Plant spring and summer annuals such as sweet peas,
snapdragons, stocks and asters. Be careful not to damage lily shoots emerging now, and
remove dead leaves from iris. Cut back buddleia, hydrangea and ceanothus.

Complete mulching with compost wherever space allows. Sow new lawns now.

In your vegetable garden, plant asparagus, peas, lettuce, carrots, strawberries, globe
artichokes.
