The fume hood and freezer, donated to the Hall, have been utilised by the Market Day
cooks and work well.

The Mulwaree Shire Council again supported the Association financially by donating the
equivalent of the Council rates and by attending to matters raised by the Association.
Council has sealed a further stretch of Lumley Road. All roads have been given unique
names and all residents have property numbers to help the emergency services and the
postie find people and properties much more easily.
