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The recent devastating fires have raised many quéstions on National Resoarce
Management, which no doubt will all be forgotten before the next inevidable fire disaster.
Landcare may be able to help address this problem by making people aware of the real
issue involved.

Australian ecosystems have evolved over many year thousands of years, but were
dramatically modified some 47000 years ago with the armival of Aborigines. Fossil
records shows extinction of fire sensitive plants and giant marsupials which grazed on
them. By the time of first European contact Australia was a land of fire with a coast line
wrearthed in smoke not by vast wild fires like the Canberra blaze , but innumerable
smaller fires, for the Aborigines regulated the environment with the firestick. Europeans
ignored the Aborginal fire regime, prevented burning while stock grazed the pgrass
allowing bushes to grow and forests to thicken. Since the 1850's every decade has seen
fire more wide spread, more damaging and more uncontrollable. Fires are now damaging
our biodiversity, because of their severity due to the increased fuel loads. NPWS
Management shows a complete lack of understanding of the importance of a maraged
fire regime, so by locking up large areas of parks are certainly not preserving our
biodiversity, but in fact severely damaging it. The Kosciusko area was regularly burned
by Aboriginals every year in harvesting bogong moths and later by grazers on snow
leases every Autumn. I well remember the devastation of the 1965 fire which swept
uncontrolled across the Park. Now again we have the same scenario. Just when will
NPWS reahise their lack of knowledge on the use of fire and fire management which is as
much about ecosystem health as it is about fire breaks. The argument that that we will
damage some species of plants or animal by regular control bumns 1s a lot of garbage—-
they have evolved under a regular fire regime.

Climate change with global warming makes it even more imperative that we fully
understand the importance of fire as a management tool.

Tim Flannery is a scientist, writer and Director of South Australian Museum —he 1 think
sums up the present situation very well ""it is we the pon-indigenous Australians who
have created the real "terra nullius" -- the unmanaged land where fire breeds and it is up
to us to tame it. To do that will take a big, commitment to learning expenimentation and a
lot of political and environmental bravery.

Landcare can help in education and understanding the fire regime --locking up more
parks is certainly not the answer in preserving our biodiversity.

Library News

The Southern Churchman: a new resource for the Regional History Room

Following a launch in the Regional History Room of Goulburn Branch Library on Wednesday 12th February,
Southern Tablelands Regional Library is pleased to make available a new resource for local history
researchers: The Southern Churchman.

Reproduced on microfilm by the Anglican Diocese of Canberra and Goulburn, “the Southern Churchman” was
the monthly newsletter for the Church of England Diocese of Goulburn. It roughly covers the period
1893-1964 and contains a wealth of information on the places, the people and the events of an extremely
large and diverse area, which at one time incorporated half of the state of New South Wales.

Just a cursory investigation into these newsletters has revealed some fascinating information, which is
covered in varying amounts of detail. Along with the expected discussions on topics relating to the cultural
well-being of the church and its people, such as gambling, mixed marriages, even the signs of the zodiac,
there are also commentaries on important historical events and activities, for example the building of the
“Barren Jack Dam”, the church’s mission to Aboriginals, the opening of schools and churches, even the
effects of epidemics and natural disasters. Of particular interest to researchers of local and even family history
is the inclusion of material about local parish events: the people and the places. This makes The Southemn
Churchman an ideal source for the discovery of surprisingly detailed information.

If you would like to investigate this fascinating resource for yourself, the Regional History Room is located
within Goulburn Branch Library. It is open 7 days per week: Mon-Fri 10am-6pm, Sat 10am-1pm and Sun

2-5pm. For further information, contact library staff on 4823-4435, or just call in to the Civic Centre, Bourke
Street Goulburn.
