The Common Brushtail is the most familiar and abundant of the Australian possums,
frequently cohabiting with humans. Over its extensive range it manifests considerable
variation in size and colour: in the tropical closed forest of northern Queensland there is
a short-haired copper-coloured form; the larger, more woolly Tasmanian form has a
blackish as well as a grey phase. Males are generally larger than females and older males
often develop rufous fur on the shoulders.

[t occurs in most areas where there are trees, especially open forests and woodland.
A nocturnal animal, it spends the day in a den in a hollow dead branch, tree trunk, fallen
log, or even on the ground. In urban areas, almost any dark recess may be utilised, the
space between a ceiling and roof being commonly favoured. Although it travels
extensively on the ground, it is an arbdteal animal, climbing by means of its sharp claws,
the opposable first toe of the hindfoot, and a moderately prehensile tail. A variety of
leaves, particularly of eucalypts, are eaten. Although the liver of the Brushtail is able to
detoxify the poisons in eucalypt leaves to some extent, the animal cannot cope with an

GARDENING IN MAY

This is the time of year when a lot of general cleaning up
can be

carried out in your garden.

With cooler nights, mildew which is a fungus, can be
seen on the

leaves of Dahlias, Hydrangea, Petunias, Delphiniums,
Easter Daisies,

Pumpkins and Cucumbers as well as some others but it
is not worth

spraying with a fungicide. Delphiniums and Easter
Daisies can be cut

back about 8cm, above ground and with Dahlias, cut the
stems above
the leaf node. If you cut between the nodes, the stems
being hollow
can fill with water and the bulbs can rot.

Any leaves covered with mildew should not be put in
compost heaps as this fungus will spread through your
garden when the compost is spread next season. Make
sure you burn those leaves or put them in the bin as
garbage.

This month many perennial plants such as Polyanthus,
Russell Lupin and Delphiniums can be divided making
sure when you replant them to dig some compost into
the garden as well as a light dressing of complete
fertiliser.

Vegetables to sow are very limited as any seedlings
planted now lay dormant during the winter months.
Broad Beans are excellent to plant now, they do very
well in the cooler climate, but before sowing the seed
only, give the bed a good dressing of garden lime.

Onion plants are available now as well in nurseries.
Plant white and odourless onions only though. Onions
need very little water, plenty of sun, good drainage and
before sowing a light dressing of complete fertiliser.

Flower seedlings that can be planted now include
Calendula, Stock, Wallflower, Alyssum, Poppy, Pansy,
Viola and Verbena.

Another general clean up job is to lift Gladioli bulbs and
store them in a box or hang them up in an airy shed.

exclusive diet of this abundant food, which must be supplemented with fruits, buds,
bark, and occasionally clover and other pasture plants. Meat may be eaten if offered.

Communication is by sound and scent. Deep guttural coughs and sharp hisses are
frequent, particularly in the breeding season, and extensive usc is made of glands under
the chin, on the chest and near the anus, to mark areas and define occupancy. The
reddish secretion from the chest gland of the adult male stains the surrounding fur. In
some populations, males may establish territories, but vocal and olfactory signs are
usually sufficient to establish den ownership and to maintain sufficient inter-individual
distances to minimise direct aggression. The Dingo, Carpet Python, and Lace Monitor
are known to prey on the Common Brushtail but may not significantly affect its
numbers. Longevity is usually less than 11 years but there is a record of an individual
which lived for 13 years.

Most populations have a major autumn and a minor spring breeding scason but
births have been recorded in all months of the year. Females usually begin to reproduce
when about one year old. Over 90 per cent of females breed annually and in some
populations 50 per cent may breed in both seasons. A single young is born 17-18 days
after copulation and spends 4-5 months in the well developed pouch, attached to one of
2 teats and developing rapidly. A further 1-2 months are spent suckling and riding on
the mother’s back before weaning is completed. Few young die in the pouch but,
between 6 and 18 months of age, considerable mortality occurs when juveniles are
dispersing from the area of their birth in an endeavour to establish home ranges. Males
suffer such a high mortality during dispersal that they constitute only one-third of the
adult population. The home ranges of individuals vary between sexes and between
habitats and are related to the population density which varies from 0.4 to 1.4
individuals per hectare. Densities up to six times higher have been recorded in New
Zealand.

These population characteristics and their variability allow the Common Brushtail
to use a variety of habitats and rapidly colonise new areas or build up its numbers. In
Australia-it can cause considerable damage to pine plantations and in New Zealand, to
which it was introduced about 1840, it has become a major forest pest and a host for
bovine tuberculosis, but its skins support a fur industry currently worth $NZ6 million
annually. In most Australian States, in the past, large numbers of brushtails have been
killed for their pelts but the species is now currently protected on the mainland and

partly protected in Tasmaniz RA How
