You
can imagine my surprise when told that the ‘register of interest’ in our area totalled to 11. Yes! thatis 11
people in Bungonia area that apparently would like to have Broadband. I asked for the young man to check
his records again as I am sure that there would have to be more than this as 2 two years ago when I first
registered my interest, there was 4 people (I being the 4th). He suggested that I let people know that if there
was at least an interest of 50 people that Telstra would consider it. Please if any one is interested in
Broaddband to go to www.telstra.com.au/demand/index.cfm and register that interest.

In May NSW will celebrate 150 years of democratically elected Government. This tradition has stood us in good stead as we enjoy
political freedoms that are amongst the best in the world. However the protection of our freedoms has come at a terribly high cost
On ANZAC Day we remember that more than 100,000 Australians died in the conflicts of last century. It is their sacrifice and thc-
sacrifice of many hundreds of thousands more Australians who were wounded or who served their country in conditions of
extreme hardship that have protected the freedoms which we enjoy today.

Each year on ANZAC Day we remember those who have served and those who have given their lives to protect our future and the
future of our children.

Parliament was in session for two weeks this month. It was a great pleasure to attend the dedication of the Rotary Heritage
Columns in Goulbumn. Also in Goulburn I was very pleased to open this year’s Goulburn Show. While I was in Sydney for
Parliament, I met with the Minister for Health and several members of Goulburn’s medical community to inform him of issues of
concern about Goulburn Base Hospital.

I officiated at a Badge ceremony for the Collector Public School student leadership team this month, and I also opened the Yass
Show and conducted constituent interviews in Yass, Boorowa, and Tumut. I also attended a Red Cross function at Nangus. While
in Sydney for the second week of Parliamentary sittings I met with some Taralga locals in Parliament House and also hosted the
Royal Agricultural Society Show Girl Finalists and Young Rural Achievement Award finalists, including Virginia Cheetham from
Currawang near Goulburn and Ben Anderson from Binda. I also caught up with Lauren Melrose and Emily Burgess during the
Batlow Technology School’s Leadership Program Visit to Parliament House.

So How's our State Going?
The official annual economic growth rate for each State was announced recently, raising concerns about the economic management
of NSW by the Carr/lemma Labor Government. In order of growth: Northern Territory 11.5%, Westem Australia 10.4%,
Queensland 6.4%, Tasmania 5.2%, ACT 4.9%, Victoria 3.3%, South Australia 2.9% and NSW ‘;}These figures confirm the poor
economic management of the Carr/lemma Labor Government.

Each week I receive many phone calls from constituents who are upset about unsolicited nuisance phone calls from businesses and
other organizations. The Federal Government is putting in place a Do Not Call Register to protect consumers against unwanted
telemarketing phone calls. It is expected that the register will be operational next year.
Until the Federal Government register is up and running, there is a private company that is currently offering to put residents on 2
Do Not Contact List that is circulated to all telemarketing organizations. However there is a cost for this service. More information
about this private company can be obtained by calling the Do Not Contact Register of Australia on 1300 734 287. i
Justices of the Peace —
The Justices of the Peace Act 2002 commenced on 8 December 2003. The Act changed the length of Justice of the Peace
appointments to 5 years. At the end of this five-year term, a JP can renew their appointment for a further five-year period.
This change affects Justices of the Peace who were appointed under the old legislation. These Justices of the Peace must be
reappointed by 8 December 2006 if they wish their original appointment to continue. Reappointment applications must be lodged
with the Attorney General's office by 31 August 2006 to allow them to be processed in time. Reapplication forms are available

PUT NATURAL SPRING WATER IN YOUR TANK

Local resident, Julia McKay, is wondering whether our readers might be interested in buying spring water in

bulk. She part-owns a property at Hanging Rock Road, Sutton Forest with a licence to extract spring water,
right beside Mt. Franklin and Palm Springs.

Mindful of the shortage of water in the Goulburn District and aware of the low quality of the town water

delivered by tanker, she believes that the Penrose Spring Water might solve some problems for Bungonia
locals.

It’s not cheap — 5 cents a litre plus cartage. It really depends upon how you buy it. If you have your own
containers (200 to 1000 litres) and a method to handle them, it’s simply a matter of going to Marulan Farm
Produce and getting them filled. If you haven’t, you can either buy or rent a container and pump the water
into your tank. The only problem with this idea is that nearly all tanks in the district have sediment on the
bottom caused either by dirty farm water from dams or dirty town water from Goulburn. Each customer is
likely to have different needs and problems peculiar to their own property.

The water comes at 2 cents a litre plus cartage if you are prepared to take 20,000 litres at once. Nevertheless,
the water is divine. Crystal clear and so nice to drink — neat, with whisky, in your tea or as ice from the
fridge.
