Goulburn/Sydney Water Solution

F have read with interest and some concern, the various suggestions of council and state policies on the water
issue and feel they are simply scratching around the edges, looking for a band-aid fix at the expense of long term
solutions. I congratulate John Howard and Malcolm Tumbull on the Murray Darling takeover by the

commonwealth. Canberra of course is in the Murrumbidgee catchment as is Bungendore and Queanbeyan and
Goulburn could be included.

Sydeny is choking on its own expansion and will have to expand into satellite cities along transport corridors of

which the Hume Hwy and Southern Railway is an obvious choice. Any expansion of population centres needs
water first not later and this will need to come from a reliable source.

What I feel is needed is the formation of a new Authority, like the S.M.A (Snowy Mountains Authority) to plan
and implement a futuristic water policy along the Sydney Canberra corridor.

With the future scenario of climate change now accepted as FACT not fiction, water will become a more
valuable resource. All predictions for our area are for lower rainfall, higher temperature, up to 4°C and more

extreme and erratic events. It will rain eventually but such events will be more extreme, so it is essential to have
the dam capacity to hold and store water.

The recent rainfall events in Queensland show what can and will occur. The Murrumbidgee and Shoalhaven
will flood again as they did forty odd years ago when 10 times the volume of Burrinjuck went over the wall in
one event. The same flood event would have filled Welcome Reef if it had been built.

The councils attitude that we can’t rely on surface run off is crazy for there are very few viable alternatives.

The limitations of underground water is obvious by the Kingsdale experiment and to suggest that Bungonia is a
likely source is misinformed. Underground water and recycling are not necessary for Goulburn except of the
proposed wetlands. Recycling is the 2007 buzz word but it is not for Goulburn.

Goulburn is an inland city on a significant river system. The sewerage effluent and city run off are necessary to
maintain the environmental flow for downstream. If this is recycled, good water will have to be released to
maintain environmental flows. Let the river system recycle and cleanse the water to Warragamba. For Sydney at
the end of the catchment recycling is essential but not Goulburn.

The suggestion of using Googong and Wingecarribee are not on, as they are already over committed. Canberra
is already on restrictions despite constant pumping of the Murrumbidgee to Googong and Sydney should be on
tougher restrictions.

The solutions for Goulburn and the whole Sydney corridor is utilising the Snowy Scheme which was primarily
designed to divert water westward for irrigation and hydro power. The whole future of water needs a complete
rethink with irrigation methods as opposed to water for human populations. IT is now far too valuable for flood
irrigations and some crops.




Tantangara Dam, one of the first major dams of the Snowy, is now a diversion only. When full, as it was
soon after completion, it 1s a huge reservoir. This could now be incorporated into a plan to maintain the
Murrumbidgee flow and divert to the Upper Shoalhaven when needed, so controlling the levels of Burrunjuck
and Welcome Reef when constructed. This is the solution for the whole expansion corridor. This is not a

far-fetched solution, but one easily implemented by a body like the S.M.A with private contractors.

Welcome Reef has been planned since 1960 and should have been built. Forget the labor parties ‘No Dams’
policy to placate the green movement and the pitiful environmental arguments. Tributaries downstream of
Welcome Reef can supply Tallowa and the South Coast. In any event Tallowa is a mistake with a costly and
inefficient pumping system over the range into the Wingecarribee. Water will simply gravitate from
Welcome Reef with the Mulwaree, service Goulburn and other future towns, then into Warragamba.

The opponents of Welcome Reef saying it is too shallow and will never fill, show a lack of knowledge of
efficient dam siting and construction. The cheapest and most efficient dams are determined by the ratio in
cubic metres of wall material to water stored. All main dams are shallow. Welcome Reef is an ideal site, the
land has been purchased and there are no valid environmental problems. To say it will ruin the biodiversity
of the mid Shoalhaven 1s wrong — in fact it will enhance it by an even environmental flow. In any case, no
consideration was given to biodiversity when Tallowa was built without a fish ladder.

The dam evaporation will be too high is again another excuse. Evaporation is part of the natural water cycle
to form clouds which will fall as rain again nearby. The construction of Talbingo, Jounama and Blowering
are an excellent example. These dams increased the amount and frequency of summer rain in nearby Batlow
and Tumut. The evaporation loss can be controlled if needed by technical advances, especially polymer
research.

Goulburn, Sydney and the whole corridors future for an adequate water supply lies in futuristic planning by
the commonwealth. With climatic change coming very quickly it is essential to build more and larger dams
to store flood waters when they do occur in a more erratic climatic environment. With John Howards
proposal, now is the time to get on board.
