Ardmore Park Quarry Land & Environment Court Proceedings

Orders made by Justice Jagot on 19" December 2006 required the Applicant (CEAL) to file
supplementary information on traffic & road infrastructure, and noise, dust and air quality by 8™ January
2007. Council & other respondents have until 22 January to amend their Statement of Issues 1f it 1s necessary

When the matter goes to hearing it will be necessary for the court to hear evidence from experts n a
number of fields. Council has been permitted to retain a town planning expert and an expert in respect of
traffic and road infrastructure jointly with the Minister of Planning. All parties have agreed to rely upon
evidence from Court Appointed Experts (CAE) in the fields of noise and vibration , and dust and air quality.
It is likely that the Court will appoint Mr. Neil Gross as CAE for noise and vibration, and Dr. Nigel Holmes
as a CAE for dust and air quality.

The matter is listed for further case management on 14", February before Justice Jagot.

Meanwhile as our water supplies dwindle we contemplate a possible future with the quairy extracting
huge amounts of underground water for industrial purposes and we also wonder where the potable water is
going to come from when their tanks are empty.

Hall Extensions:  The extensions were officially opened by Katrina Hogkinson M.P. and Mayor Stevenson
on Sunday .

We are especially grateful to Diana Moran who obtained the initial grant from the Premier’s
Department and arranged for the plans to be drawn up and presented to Council. Diana also submitted the
application to the Mulwaree Trust for a grant for supplementary funds to cover the shortfall. There is no way
the Progress Association could have raised the finance required for these extensions.
