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USEFUL COUNCIL OUTREACH MEETING

May 2008

The Council Outreach Meeting held in April in the Hall provided little solace for Bun-
gonia residents given that Council admitted that it has expended more than $350,000 in
defeating the Ardmore Park Quarry Project, thus reducing the kitty for other works in
the area. In spite of this cost, CEAL now has its proposal before the Department of Plan-
ning (under the State Significant Development provisions) and there is a concerning
likelihood that Frank Sartor’s bureaucrats will endorse the development.

The usual issues were raised by the 35 attendees at the Meeting—roads, rubbish, fire
hazards, village character, community transport, rates and value for money—but it be-
came plain that Goulburn Mulwaree Shire is struggling under the funding constraints
common to all Local Government throughout the nation. At least our Council has
avoided some of the sub-prime catastrophes of Wingecarribee and other Shires. Even so,

it has incurred potential investment devaluation but may avoid real losses by sitting out
the credit crisis.

With Local Government elections approaching, it reminds us all that being a Councillor
is a thankless task. The pay’s lousy (expenses only), the kudos non-existent and there is
no way to please any of the people any of the time. Hence, the people who actually are
interested in standing for Council either have a hidden agenda or have delusions of
grandeur. This lowest rung of government is becoming a joke—strangled through lack
of money and resources to a degree where its scope of influence is gradually being di-
minished to laughable levels. Most ratepayers want Council to improve the lot of resi-
dents, provided that development is curtailed, services are enhanced and rates kept to a
minimum.

It’s not hard to see why Council is hamstrung. Even this ludicrous pipeline will divert
funds from the real needs of our aging population. Has it occurred to anyone that Goul-
burn Mulwaree Shire is contributing more than it can afford to a pipeline for water
which, if required, can deliver water in reverse? What will stop the powers that be
(Sydney Water et al) from sending water to the Wingecarribee Reservoir rather than
sucking it from that supply? As Sydney’s thirst increases our precious water will un-
doubtedly be used (when levels permit) to top up Warragamba Dam in the same way as
Tallowa Dam on the Shoalhaven does. What ever happened to recycling?

|CRIME PREVENTION ON FARMS

The theft of fuel is one of the most common crimes
committed on farms. It can vary from a nuisance
factor to a substantial financial loss. The increase in
fuel prices has meant that thefts from fuel tanks on
properties have escalated, Consequently the losses

The most important safeguard is to lock your fuel
s. Make sure the padlock and chain you use is

the most accomplished thieves. If the tank is in a
building, lock it too.

LOCATION OF FUEL TANKS

If the fuel tank is above ground, place it where it
can be seen from the house but concealed from the
roadway. The further the tank is from the road the
better because most thieves will think twice about
stealing when they do not have an easy escape
route. When there are more than one tank, have
them clustered together as this will make it easier to
fence them off or install an alarm on them.

The best way to store fuel is underground where the
tank is hard to see and break into. However, this is
the most expensive option. If you have both diesel
and petrol, don’t label them but rather colour code |
them to make the distinction. Make it as difficult as |
possible for the thief to identify the target. |

Mobile tanks also need to be locked and stored out
of sight when not is use. Ideally, these tanks should
be stored in the same cluster as the fixed ones.

SECURITY
° Close and lock the valves on all tanks when
not in use.

- Turn off power (if electric) to the fuel pumps. |

° Keep track of fuel purchases and fuel levels
so that you are quickly aware of any unex-
plained loss of fuel.

o Keep a book on the tank for each user to re-
cord fuel usage.

o Fence off tanks and keep them near the house |
along with other valuable gear to assist super-
vision.

B Movement sensitive lights, if properly in-
stalled are also a deterrent to theft.

ACTION

In the event of theft, notify the police and your fuel
agent (and ask him to notify you when he refills
your tank). If the problem persists, ask local police
about setting a trap for the thieves by adding a con-
taminant to the fuel which can damage the engine.
This needs to be done under police supervision and
in liaison with local garages.

Goulburn Gaol to Stay Open

Member for Goulburn Pru Goward said de-
spite the construction of an additional correc-
tional facility on the south coast, the NSW
Minister for Justice has assured her that Goul-
burn Correctional Centre would remain open.

Ms Goward said she had been contacted by a
Goulburn resident who voiced concerns about
the future of Goulburn Gaol and the affects its
closure would have on the economy of the
community. "I wrote to the Minister asking
him to clarify the future of Goulburn Jail and
was pleased to learn that despite the construc-
tion of an additional facility in NSW, Goul-
burn would remain open.

"Goulburn Jail provides employment for
many people in the local area as well as hav-
ing a flow on affect that benefits local busi-
ness,” Ms Goward said. "The Minister has
made it clear that Goulburn Gaol is one of
only two correctional facilities in NSW that
affords the highest level of security and as
such, it would continue to operate despite the
provision of an additional facility in NSW and
another in the ACT."

Grocery parcels were sent to the soldiers during the 2nd WW and clothing was collected for
women and children.

Over the years, the Branch has supported many organizations, including Bush Nursing, Far

Scholarships, Freedom from Hunger, Autistic Children’s Fund, Careflight, Millennium
Foundation, Down's Syndrome and Diabetes.

The meeting room at Bungonia was officially opened on 7th May 1960 after much hard
work by members and volunteers. Mr. Roy Rawson of Bungonia oversaw the voluntary
work on the building which cost in the vicinity of £835. During the years, the 5 Life Mem-
berships, 8 Long Service Bars, 3 Certificates of Appreciation and one 50 Year Medallion
have been awarded to members in recognition of their services.
