Ardmore Park Quarry:  Multiquip’s re-
sponse to Submissions was made available in 
December. The document did not correct pre-
vious errors of fact or produce new data to re-
place faulty statistics. (e.g. Traffic figures for 
Oallen Ford Rd and average rainfall based on 
that for the years 1966-1970.) 
Last year the Council passed a motion recom-
mending to Dept. of Planning (DoP) that, if 
consent were granted, the roads be upgraded to 
the required standard at no cost to the Council. 
Three Councillors had requested that the  
motion be rescinded, allowing upgrades to be 
delayed until operations delivered the propo-
nent profits while leaving the way open for 
Council to undertake some of the capital ex-
penditure. DoP is the consent authority but 
does take note of Local Government attitudes. 
The Company wants a staged development 
which would mean 20 truck movements a day 
on unimproved Oallen Ford and Jerrara Roads 
with a dog-leg Jerrara/Mt. Ash and By Pass 
intersection and “Give Way” signs on the nar-
row bridges. Section 94 payments, which are 
intended to compensate the road owner for the 
extra wear caused by heavy trucks, would  be 
used for the road upgrades necessary to in-
crease the number of truck movements to 56, 
not for  maintenance. So there would be road 
works plus 56 truck movements each day with 
no money for repairing the damage caused by 
increased heavy traffic. Under the EA, the next 
stage is 88 truck movements/day once the 
bridges are widened, minor resealing com-
pleted, white lines painted and, within the ex-
isting road reserve where possible, pavements 
widened. 
The rescission motion lapsed and at a Council 
meeting on 27th. January the Council ac-
cepted the Council Staff recommendation 
and passed a motion (5 for and 2 against)  
which reflects the original motion and is in 
line with present interpretation of Section 
94 payments. 
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The precise usage of the S94 contributions 
will depend on the outcome of an appeal 
against the DoP’s determinations on the 
Gunlake Quarry at Marulan. This appeal 
brought by Goulburn/Mulwaree Council will 
be heard in April of this year and will pro-
vide a precedent for other developments, in-
cluding Ardmore Park. 
 
Bungonia’s views have been aired at two 
Council-sponsored for a at which residents 
and the developer have been represented. 
The first of these was held on 14th January 
at which the Bungonia case was argued by 
Inda Evans, Diana Moran, Phillip Broad-
head, Anne Williams and Mike Freestone.  
On 27th January, Inda Evans, Ian Beverage 
and Julia McKay put our case with aplomb, 
clarity and determination. So far so good. 
Congratulations to all of our representatives 
and a special thanks to our many supporters 
who packed the Gallery of the Council 
Chambers.

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It’s been so hot, gardening has become an early morning or late evening pastime over the 
recent weeks. The battle to keep things alive in the absence of good, soaking rain has also 
proved a challenge. Young plants are really battling and the only salvation for many of the 
more delicate species is a thick layer of moist mulch to keep the roots cool and to prevent 
desiccation. 
 
The approach of autumn heralds the commencement of planning your winter vegetable gar-
den. A good programme will ensure a continuous supply during the cold months and, avoid-
ance of the expensive, inferior produce available in Goulburn. It is important to start plant-
ing cabbage, cauliflower, broccoli and brussel sprouts.  This will enable them to get estab-
lished before the cold weather.  They like to grow in well-composted soil with the addition 
of manure and lime before planting. A side dressing nitrogenous fertiliser in liquid form ap-
plied in the cool of the day will assist them to grow quickly. 
 
Other vegetables that can be planted are carrots, parsnips, celery, kohlrabi, lettuce, parsley, 
radish and turnips. 
 
Flowers: If you have a sunny garden facing the north, now is the time to start planting for 
winter flowers. Seedlings of pansies, viola, stocks, poppies and alyssums all like our climate 
along with calendula, carnations, polyanthus, larkspur, linaria, snapdragons, statice and ver-
bena. From now on spring flowering bulbs will start to appear in nurseries in many hues so 
you can plan your colour schemes for maximum effect. 
 
Fruit Trees: With warm weather still with us, fruit fly starts to appear, so continue spraying 
apple, pear and quince trees to control these little pests, using Rogor or Lebaycid. 
 
General: Mildew and other fungi (black spot etc) are with us at present on flowers and 
vegetable leaves. Zineb or Benlate will help to control them while the gentle pyrethrum 
sprays might assist with the outbreak of small hoppers. Another job is rose pruning. One 
can reduce the height of the new wood and thus ensure a crop of new well developed roses 
in the autumn.  They will benefit also from a light dressing of complete rose fertiliser. 
 
As I struggle against lack of water, heavy clay and advancing age in my quest to develop 
my garden, I can pass on a few tips of things that not even I can kill. My plumbago and ca-
mellias seem remarkably indestructible as do my conifers and elms. The photinia, melia, 
sophora (Japanese Pagoda Tree) and fig also thrive, but not so the azaleas and some roses. I 
dream of a time when I can simply turn on a sprinkler and watch the garden drink in the 
cool water. Even my latest foray into grey/silver foliaged plants has met with mixed suc-
cess. These are supposed to need little water but I fear that we are too humid for some. They 
originate in Mediterranean climates where summers are hot and dry and winters cold and 
wet. The summer storms and misty mornings seem to provide an environment for root rot 
and fungus that attack these plants. 
 
If anyone wants to share in a large load of compost would they contact me on 48 444457 to 
see whether we can do a good deal with one of the local suppliers.

Well another year has dawned as I try and think what to write an article about relating to farm forestry and 
Landcare not covered in previous years.  While a little disillusioned by government attitudes towards en-
couraging tree planting I still will promote the benefits of integrating tree plantings in the rural scene.  
Whether or not the government can ever work out the intricacies of carbon trading is debatable but Forestry 
may get more emphasis in the future when agriculture is included in carbon trading. 
 
One aspect we often neglect is the aesthetic value of trees which may only be a personal thing, but I feel is 
very important.  I can ride the 4 wheel bike around Inverary and look at how we have over 15 years trans-
formed the landscape. When farmers are surveyed on why they plant trees, they tend to focus on rational and 
economic values such as shade shelter for production and land protection, yet when I look at the farm, the 
aesthetic values come to the fore.  Does the farm look good?   Does the farm looked managed?  Have the 
animals and the environment been considered? 
 
You can quite easily integrate commercial plantings and farm design with riparian reclamation.  The work 
done along Limekiln creek is a wonderful example – Have a good look at the Creek landscape from Max-
well Park to Limekiln bridge.  Where commercial pine plantings have been encouraged alongside remnant 
Eucalypts and regenerating areas as well as reclamation of an eroding wet creek landscape with poplars,  the 
whole area is aesthetically pleasing.  Obviously showing careful planning and management, it can still be 
used for shelter and grazing when required. Commercial stands of any species as a monoculture may look 
stark and boring but by combining these with the aesthetic values of diversity can improve the landscape  
considerably. So my words of wisdom for 2009 are to consider the appearance of a plantation and see how it 
can pleasantly blend into the landscape. 
 
ARDMORE QUARRY looks like being a dominant consideration once again as I read through 145 pages of 
Response to Submissions.  My questions from Inverary and the underground water problems have not been 
answered to my satisfaction (11.4 Page 105)  I still maintain there has not been adequate and transparent 
water testing, where all nearby water users are included and testing done by an independent body.  It is all 
too easy to be an expert hydrologist when no one is allowed to question the test interpretations. 
 
The offers of any compensation applies to one landholder only and in no way considers the impact of loss of 
water or the farming viability of the productive basalt country.  The dams on Ardmore with kilometres of 
poly pipe may look impressive, obviously being kept topped up by bore water, but most dams on nearby 
lands are very low or empty showing it is essential to reticulate water for stock. 
 
The geological interpretation of the bore results are not backed up with any age dating of water or microfos-
sil analysis which can soon disprove the assumption that the area is underlain by an extensive karst or lime-
stone system. The whole study is biased toward the developer and contradicts years of ground work by PHD 
and Hons students of University of Wollongong under Professor Bob Young. 
 
The location of my bore alone has conveniently been shifted almost 1km further from the quarry site. These 
inaccuracies can’t be accepted. 
 
My comments are on water only and I have no doubt all the other aspects such as pollution, noise, dust, road 
and village amenities can similarly be criticised. 
 
This quarry offers nothing positive for anyone in the area except to the developer – oppose it while you can.

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BUNGONIA BUZZ - (Your Editor’s Soapbox)  
 
 Another year dawns under the spectre of the GFC with unemployment looking as though it will rear 
its ugly head once more. Amid all the gloom, it is possible that some good might come from the 
economic wreckage – perhaps a kinder, greener, more intelligent world with generosity replacing 
rampant greed, at least for a while.

I quote (selectively) from 
New Limited 28th January: 
 
 ‘FRUSTRATED city dwellers longing for a quieter life are right to look with envy at all those sea 
and tree-changers. A new study shows living in country towns, where everyone knows everyone, is 
a happier existence than the hustle and bustle of city life. Australians who live in regional areas with 
fewer than 40,000 people have a higher sense of personal wellbeing than those living in cities, the 
study shows. 
 
 The research shows that once the proportion of people in an area not born in Australia exceeds 40 
per cent, wellbeing starts to fall. "Anybody who's lived in a small country town knows ... that every-
body says hello to everybody else," Prof. Cummins said. "You become very quickly connected to 
those communities." The latest index brought together the results of wellbeing surveys of about 
35,000 people across Australia, between 2001 and 2008.’ 
 
 Well, we could have told them all about the benefits of village life, even when threatened with in-
sensitive development, lousy roads, non-existent public transport, inadequate health services, sec-
ond class education and down market retailing outlets. You might get all these advantages in the 
better Sydney suburbs, but what good are they if the environment is unfriendly and selfish? 
 
 The Pollies are looking to environmental issues and infrastructure to pull us out of the mire. Who 
better than Landcare Groups and NRM bodies to bind the community to the soil and each other? 
The pride in community beautification and rehabilitation forms the focus for the PhD thesis that I’ve 
started at ANU. I know that the Goulburn area can rise again to become one of Australia’s most pro-
ductive and innovative regions and from time to time, I may call upon you for your ideas on how to 
make our area even better. 
 
 Speaking of making things better, don’t forget CleanUp Australia Day on Sunday, March 1st. Con-
tact me if you feel like helping out.
